SB23 - Child Support Increase
Utah Support Under SB23 Highest Overall Among Six States
Analysis Using State Sponsored On-line Child Support Calculators

SB23 raises support for 91% of all child support values in the tables, which cover support for 1-6 children.  The five states in this analysis have state sponsored on-line child support calculators, so anyone can check the numbers.  Only two cases exceed Utah support in these five other states: Colorado support for one child and Washington support for 6 children.  We used only official state websites because some of the non state sponsored calculators can be wrong.  Other area states (ID, WY,  NV, MT) don’t have calculators.  The websites are listed here:

We used Utah median family income of $4550 divided between father and mother using the Utah income ratio for male to female full time workers (59% to 41%).

· Mother is the custodial parent

· Father makes $2700/month

· Mother makes $1850/month

· We eliminated medical insurance to make calculations simpler 

· There is court ordered parent time per Utah minimum standards (25%)

Be sure to include parent time (25% or 91 days) in the calculations for Arizona and Oregon.  There is no calculator for SB23 amounts, they must be figured by hand.
