Opposition to Senate Bill 23’s Increased Child Support:
Utah Child Support High Compared to 7 Neighboring States
(base child support, no medical insurance was deducted to ease verification of calculations, this differs from former charts which used medical insurance deduction)
· Current Utah child support is higher than all these states except California and Colorado
· Child support under SB23 is higher than all these states

· Oregon, Arizona, California, and to an extent Colorado give credit to noncustodial parents for parent-time costs, even for sole custody orders, Utah doesn’t

· Total income based on 2005 Utah median family income (U.S. Census)

· Noncustodial  income = $2700/month, custodial income = $1850/month, based on 2005 Utah median male to female income ratio
· 2 child family, no medical insurance premium was included
· 25% parent-time schedule

Utah doesn’t need to raise child support, vote no on SB23
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Utah Median Family Income $4550/month (noncustodial income $2700/month)
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
